Dance attendees still in school must be in high school and at least 13 
years old.  
 
 _____ Guests wishing to purchase tickets MUST have a completed dance agreement at the time of ticket purchase. 
 
 _____ Refunds will not be given.  For any reason. 
 
 _____  Kealakehe students and their guests must complete the guest agreement and are required to abide by all school 
rules and the terms of the agreement. Anyone exhibiting disruptive behavior will be removed from the dance, parents 
will be notified and no refunds will be given.
